2. Remove the metal exhaust hanger bolted to the passenger side. The rubber exhaust hanger will mount to the
hitch after installation. Remove the tow loop bracket assembly mounted by (4) bolts on the driver's side frame
rail. Return exhaust bracket and tow loop to customer for reinstallation if hitch is ever removed.

3. Position the hitch on the vehicle matching the holes in the side of the tow loop frame extensions on the driver's
side frame rail, with the holes in the hitch plate. Install 10mm fasteners as shown above. On the passenger
side, position the hitch over the rearward most existing holes in the frame rail.

5. Torque all 7/16" fasteners to 70 Ib-ft, and all 10 mm fasteners to 48 Ib-ft.
