1. Raise hitch into position by aligning holes in hitch side plates with holes in frame rails. Note: Hole alignment will
depend on vehicle bed length. Long bed vehicles will use front most hole and short bed vehicles will use the middle
hole on hitch side plates.

8. Torque remaining 9/16" hardware to 150 Ib-ft.
