2. Starting at the front mounting location, locate (2) Support Bracket A (Item 8) and (1) Support Bracket B (Item 9). Loosely 

secure the brackets using the supplied M6 hardware as shown in Figure 1 & Figure 2. Note: See Figure 6 & 7 for bracket 

orientation.  

 

3. On the driver’s side of the vehicle, loosely install the front, center and rear mounting brackets (Items 2, 4 & 6) onto the 

previously installed support brackets as shown in Figure 3. Note: See Figures 8 & 9 for bracket orientation and locations. 

4. Locate (1) HDX Running Board (Item 1) and loosely secure it onto the previously installed mounting brackets using the 

provided M8 hardware. Note: Partially insert the M8 hardware into the step bar and slide the step bar with the hardware 

onto the slotted mounting brackets. See Figure 4 & 5 for reference.  

5. Tighten the hardware as much as possible while still having room for adjustment of the step board.
