PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.  
Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim. 

2. Remove the two nuts on either side holding on the bumper. Repeat on the other side. See Figure 1 

3. Unplug all connections from the bumper. You will have to remove wire retainers from the frame  See Figure 2 

4. Remove the license plate. This will uncover two bolts. Remove these bolts and then remove the factory bumper.

5. Remove the four parking sensors from the OEM bumper. Pay attention to the orientation of the sensors. They must be    
installed in the same orientation. Handle sensors with care, they are very delicate .   

6. Use the Sensor Tab (17), the Foam Gasket (16) (between tab and sensor), and the supplied M6 Hardware (12-14) to install 
the sensors in the four locations as shown in Figure 3-5.  

7. Carefully route the harness around the bumper. 
Note: Zip ties or double sided tape can be used to route harness and to hold the sensor in position.

8. Back up Lights can be installed in the two specified middle locations of the bumper. Install lights per manufacturers      
instructions. Install through the back side of the bumper. See Figure 6.  Note: It is recommended to install the lights in the 
bumper prior to mounting the bumper on the vehicle.

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10. Optional Step:  The Trailer Plug may be installed for easier access to the trailer plug. It mounts in the specified location 
after being removed from the OEM Bumper. See Figure 9 

11. LISCENSE PLATE INSTALL: To install the license plate to the bumper , install the lighted screws. 
NOTE: The Lighted Screws (2) will attach in the top two holes of the License Plate mounting area . Remove the nut/washer 
from each screw. Slide wires through license plate and bumper. Replace washer/nut. Use the factory license plate light har-
ness to wire the Lighted Screws (2). Do so by using the supplied crimp connecters to splice the Lighted screw (6) wires into the 
factory harness. Make sure to seal them using a heat gun afterwards.
