1a IF CARGO RAIL IS PRESENT - Remove the cargo
rail fasteners using a drill/socket wrench and then the
rail. Keep both for later reinstallation.

IF CARGO RAIL IS NOT PRESENT - Remove the
fasteners using a drill/socket wrench and keep for 
later reinstallation.

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Mount the passenger side rail (A) into the holes 
in the truck bed used in step 1. Reuse the 
fasteners from step 1, using a drill/socket 
wrench. Before tightening, make the necessary 
adjustments for the rail so that it has proper
clearance to both the front cargo rail and the 
tailgate. Push the passenger side rail tight up 
against the front cargo rail.

Align the S clamps from the clamp kit (J) with the pass-
enger side rail slot and insert into the rail. The S clamps
should match the truck bed hole locations used in step 1.

A. Install foam block filler pad (F), with adhesive end up, 
as far forward as possible against the cab end bed
wall/bulkhead. B. Then push upward into place as far 
as possible. Do this for both driver and passenger sides.

Take the cab bumper (G) and remove the 
backing. Place it in the bulkhead valley as shown.

If cargo rail is present, mount it using the clamp kit
(J) screws and a drill/socket wrench, through the
lower hole in the S clamp. Tighten to 7.5 Nm 
(6 ft-lbs). Repeat steps 1 - 6 on the driver’s side 
with the driver side rail (B). 

Slide the drain hose (H) onto the small end of the 
drain hose adapter (I) until it stops sliding, on the 
passenger side. 

Tighten to 
8 Nm (5.9 ft-lbs)



            The cover’s small panel faces toward the cab and
            folds down over the side rail brackets. The front panel 
            must sit just inside the bulkhead rail with the seal 
resting on top of the bulkhead. Adjust the panel down so it
sits squarely on the rails and align the mounting 
holes with the side rail bracket holes.

Slide the drain hose adapter (I) with the drain hose 
(H) onto the drain cap until it stops.  (Fig. 1)  There 
should be approximately a 13/64” (5mm) gap 
between the top of the drain adapter and the bottom 
of the drain cap. (Fig. 2)

Clean the top of the bulkhead to install the bulkhead
seal (D). Peel the backing off and adhere the seal 
from one bedrail edge to the other. Remove any 
excess with a scissors or a utility knife. If the truck 
has a drop-in bedliner, no seal will be needed.

Install the drain hose (H) on the bottom of the truck 
bed, through the hole nearest the bulkhead and 
nearest the center of the bed. Trim the end of the 
drain hose so that it extends approximately 1 31/32”
- 3 5/32” (50 to 80mm) into and below the hole in the
truck bed. Repeat
steps 7 - 9 on  
driver side.

Set the hard fold cover (C) in the folded position 
on the rails towards the front of the cab. 

1312 Position the 
buckle ends (P) 
so the open side 
faces the bed 
cover panel. Use
a screwdriver to
install the two
buckles into the 
pre-drilled holes
on the front 
header panel
with the provided
machine screws 
(R) and rivet nuts

The cover’s aluminum frame should
fit just inside the tailgate, with a 1/4”
(6.4mm) when the cover is properly
positioned. 

The rear edge
of the cover
and tailgate
seal should
rest on top of
the tailgate. 

Check to see that the cover panel latches make 
proper contact with the side rails.

Install the bumpers (E) along the top edge of the 
cover where it meets the truck cab.  No closer than 
1” (25.4mm) to the edge of the panel.

Once the cover is positioned correctly, fold the cover
open toward the cab and tighten the star knobs (O) 
on both sides, until the lock washer (N) flattens out 
and locks the star knob securely to the bracket. 



If the side seals of the cover appear wrinkled,
exposure to the sun will assist the seals to lay flat.
Applying heat with a hair dryer or carefully with a 
heat gun will also smooth the seals.

Tonneau Cover Positions While Operating Vehicle

CLOSED POSITION
All panels must be closed and FULLY LATCHED to tonneau side rail. 
All panels must be flat and latches engaged.

FOLDED UP POSITION
To drive with your cover in the folded up position, simply make use of the 
tie down straps and buckles provided with your cover. Ensure BOTH buckle 
clips are fully inserted into the buckle ends located on the front header panel
of the cover and adjust the straps to ensure the cover is secure during 
vehicle operation. IMPORTANT NOTICE: The clips should be secured in the
storage position buckle ends located on the cover latch housing when not in use.

FLIPPED UP  POSITION
A) Fold the cover open and lift it until it's vertical or past 

Fold the prop rod over 
and position it firmly against the vertical plate on the
underside of your cover.

Maintenance
It is recommended that you periodically check your cover is securely attached to your truck bed. Inspect the clamps and 
front mounting bolts to ensure they were properly installed and have not come loose or knocked out of adjustment 
during operation. Covers that are used with high frequency or that are subject to the vibrations and impact from rough 
roadways can cause the cover to require adjustment.

Lubricating the Latches
It is recommended that you periodically inspect and service the latches on each panel. Clean away any excess dirt or
grime and lubricate with silicone spray. Ensure the latches move freely in and out to properly engage the side rail and
