Using a rotary tool or sharp knife, carefully
cut driver and passenger rail cap to ex-
pose stake pocket

Remove plastic stake pocket cover
(6 - 1/2ft and 8ft box only.)

Install nylon washer #9 and aluminum
washer #7 on rubberized end of stake
pocket bolt #5.

Insert stake pocket bolt,#5
**IMPORTANT** ensure that the rubberized
end is installed into the mount hole on the
fruck bed.

This rubberized end prevents corrosion
from steel on aluminum contact.

On the inside of truck bed insert parts
#8,#9,#3,#6 and #10 as shown in dia-
gram.

Place spacer plate #31 on fruck rail

Install tonneau adapter bracket #29

Place weld nut assembly #18 info posi-
tion under bed

Loosely thread in rear bolt with washers
#19 and #20 and jam nut #21.

Place washer #11, lock washer #6, and
thread nut #10 into stake pocket hole.

Position bracket forward and against
inside rail.

Tighten nut 10 and tighten bolt #22

Install adhesive rubber strips on driver

Install brackets #28, 27* (*passenger
side) onto RealTruck Backrack.
