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INSTALLATION (For ease of installation it is suggested that the wheel be removed) 
 

1. Before you install your Mud Flap Set, see the diagram and parts list for all necessary parts.   
 

2. Remove the (4) factory screws and (1) factory push pin on the inside and bottom of the fender and remove the factory splash 

guard. Now, reinstall the factory screw and push pin in the bottom of the fender. 
 

3.    Loosely install mud flap through the washer plate into factory holes using the factory screws and nylon washers (054071) 
 

4.    Loosely install the brace to the existing factory lower fender bolts using the supplied serrated flange nuts.  
 

5.    Loosely install mud flap to brace using a hex bolt (012028) and flat washer (018052) and secure using a flat washer 

(018052), lock washer (024000), and hex nut (025022). 
 

6.    Using a square or other leveling tool, ensure that the mud flap is level. Adjust the forward-back position of the brace so that 

the mud flap is approximately parallel to the tire tread. Tighten all fasteners.
