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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Button Setting

When the fuse/switch box and switch control panel are connected and powered on, the default setting for each
button will be to function as a simple on/off switch for the connected light or accessory. Buttons on the switch
panel can also be set to a momentary setting or a strobe setting. This can be done by first holding down the master
on/off button, then holding any button until the light above that button illuminates. This process can be repeated to
cycle through the three settings as needed.

Wire Connections

This switch panel control system has eight switch circuits, each has a maximum current rating. The total operating
amperage of the connected accessories cannot exceed 60 amps(600 watts). You may have multiple electrical
devices or auxiliary LED lights connected that total more than 60 amps, but you cannot have them turned on at the
same time. Otherwise, the control box will be damaged. The switch panel comes configured with the following
fuses: Circuit 1 30A, Circuit 2 30A, Circuit 3 20A, Circuit 4 20A, Circuit 5 10A, Circuit 6 10A, Circuit 7 5A, Circuit 8 5A.

Spare Fuses
Spare fuses and fuse removal / install tool are supplied under the circuit breaker cover.

Dimmable Feature
Connecting the ‘White Wire’ to the ACC / Factory dimmer switch will allow the backlit brightness to be
incrementally adjusted.
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Locate the Circuit board mounting bracket. Secure the bracket to the desired location in an unobstructed
area to safely route the wiring. Use the supplied hardware to secure.

Place the Circuit board onto the mounting bracket. Route the supplied positive and negative wiring,
accessory switch wire and the switch panel wiring through the right side of bracket and the circuit board.

Connect the switch wire connector and the switch panel connector wires onto the circuit board.
Connect the white wire to ACC / Factory dimmer switch and the red wire to a Positive power source.

Connect the Positive and Negative wires to the circuit board. Remove the screw from the circuit board and
place the wire onto the terminal, place the screw into the terminal and tighten using a Phillips head bit.

Install the circuit breaker in a accessible location. Secure using (2) of the supplied screws. Tighten using a
Phillips bit driver.

Secure the positive cables on each terminal of the circuit breaker.
Tighten using an 11mm socket. Place the clear cover over the circuit breaker.
Connect the Positive and Negative wires to the battery.

Secure the circuit breaker to the mounting bracket using (2) of the supplied nuts and bolts. Tighten using a
Phillips head bit and an 10mm wrench.

Locate the Switch panel and choose the mounting bracket that is best for your application and install the
control panel using the supplied screws.

Mount the control panel into the desired location and connect the wiring harness together. Tighten the
threaded nut to secure and seal the connectors.

Connect the wiring from the products that will be used by the switch panel. Choose from the fused 5A,
10A, 20A, 30A slots for your application.

Press each button on the switch panel to confirm the switched product is working properly. Install the
circuit breaker cover.

Choose the appropriate sticker for each switched application and apply onto the switch panel. Apply 8 of
the stickers that closely matches the switched application onto the buttons of the switch panel.

RGB Equipped Controllers

Accessory circuit 1-8 of the switch panel can be operated as Toggle or Momentary or Pulsed Mode. By default the
switch panel comes out of the box set for Toggle Mode. To enable or disable these three modes, please follow this
procedure.

Double click the MODE, all indicators will blink, then choose and click the button until its indicator shows the
mode you want: Toggle (indicator red), Momentary(indicator blue), Pulse(indicator green), click the MODE again
and your settings will be saved(If the setting is not saved within 12 seconds, all changes will be ignored)

Switch Panel Indication

1 - Indicator lights up to show the circuit is powered on.

2 - Area for DIY placement of the selected label.

3 - Position of the integrated sensor circuit.

4 - Master ON/OFF button, press it power on or off all circuits.

5 - Indicator lights up when you press the Master ON/OFF button.

6 - RGB backlit on when the switch panel is powered on. By default, it’s green.

Backlit Color & Brightness

By default, the backlit is in green color, the brightness of the backlit is automatically dimmable according to the
brightness variation of the surrounding environment. The darker the surrounding is, the darker the backlit will be;
the brighter the surrounding is, the brighter the backlit will be.

To change the backlit color, please check below steps:
Press MODE and any other key in the same time, the indicator of MODE turns red. Click or hold the 1/4 button
until the back-lit turns to the color you want, then click MODE and your setting will be saved(If the setting is not

saved within 20 seconds, all changes will be ignored). Holding the 1/4 button will make the color change faster.

Press and hold it for 10 seconds, restore to factory settings: green back-lit, on/off switches.

Go Rhino warrants to Buyer that for the life of the product(s) from the date of shipment of the product(s) (“Warranty Period”) for polished
stainless steel finished products purchased after April 2004, that such products will materially conform to the specifications set forth in Go
Rhino’s specifications in effect as of the date of shipments and will be free from material defects in material workmanship.

Warranty claims must be accompanied with the original invoice and photos of the product. It is the customer’s responsibility to clean
regularly and protect finish with regular applications of a nonabrasive polish that is compatible with the product’s finish.
